The focus group
discussion made it possible to identify the leading needs that motivate young people to enter
into intimate-personal relations and social orientations reflecting views related to future family
formation. The results showed that the identified needs (for support, fear of loneliness and
desire to be “like everyone else”) and social norms aimed at material enrichment and career
promotion are psychological prerequisites for the origin of violence in intimate-personal
relations.

Abstract

Introduction. The issue of ensuring the safety of citizens, including at transport infrastructure facil-
ities, is becoming increasingly important. Modern types of risks and threats, in particular, of terror-
ist character, require a comprehensive, systematic approach to the protection of citizens and trans-
port infrastructure facilities from acts of illegal interference. Taking into account the increasing
requirements to the competencies of transport police officers, as well as the current lack of training
programmes for specialists of this profile, the author undertakes an attempt to develop attributive
technologies of cognition of dangerous phenomena at transport infrastructure facilities, based on
the concept of multi-level interpretation of the style of employees' activity. The aim of the research
is to develop a questionnaire to verify the model of the attributive style of the activity of a transport
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police officer as an invariant subject's characteristic that determines the quality of mastering the
attributive technologies of cognition of dangerous phenomena at transport infrastructure facilities
and preventing their escalation into acts of illegal interventions. Methodology, methods and tech-
niques. The theories of attribution, locus of control, cognitive dissonance, attitude phenomenon
(G. Kelly, D. N. Uznadze, etc.), categorisation of perception and communication, phenomenology
of a lie and information distortion (Yu. M. Volynski-Basmanov, M. I. Maryin, D. Navarro, P. Ek-
man), as well as profiling technology are the methodological basis for the development and testing
of the questionnaire. The empirical analysis is aimed at validating the theoretical model of the at-
tributive style of the activity of a transport police officer, development and verification of the ques-
tionnaire focused on identifying and assessing the style preference of an employee in recognising
dangerous phenomena and preventing their escalation into acts of illegal interference. The method
of data collection is the questionnaire “Attributive styles of the activity of transport police officers",
which structurally corresponds to the theoretical model of attributive styles, including 50 questions
grouped into ten scales. Method of processing: descriptive statistics, correlation, one-factor vari-
ance, confirmatory analyses. Study sample: 207 participants divided into sub-samples of employ-
ees with up to one year of service and more, as well as with distribution according to the criterion
of performance efficiency. The research resulted in the structuring of the theoretical model of
attributive styles of the activity of transport police officers. It was determined that the 10-factor
model has the best structural characteristics (x2=2025, df=985, p<0.001, RMSEA=0.101 (RMSEA-
CI 90% = 0.090-0.108), CFI=0.57, TLI=0.65). The model consists of five blocks (socio-perceptu-
al, cognitive, motivational, activity, managerial ones) including 10 scales of the theoretical model
(“Susceptibility”, “Emotional response”, “Communication’, “Situation control”, “Activity evaluation”,
“Vigilance”, “Competition”, “Information exchange”, “Information processing”, “Readiness to act”).
Scientific novelty of the research consists in the creation and approbation of the concept of attri-
bution, as well as the relevant psychological tools for diagnostics and evaluation of the effectiveness
of the activity of transport police officers in recognising dangerous phenomena and preventing
their escalation into acts of illegal interference on the basis of personal, attribute-style preferences.
The practical significance of the research lies in the creation of a diagnostic tool that makes it pos-
sible to determine the level of mastering the attributive style of professional activity and to assess
the professionalism of a transport police officer, the reliability of the functioning of his professional
psyche in situations of recognising dangerous phenomena and preventing their escalation into acts
of illegal interference.

From a specific application perspective, the main tasks of legal psychology can be roughly
summarized as follows: through the exploration and research of the psychological activities of
criminal subjects and law enforcement personnel in law enforcement practice, clarify the subjective
and objective factors that lead to illegal behavior; seek to educate and reform offenders according
to the objective laws of psychological change; reduce or eliminate social psychological factors and
individual personality traits that contribute to criminal behavior, thus promoting the establishment
of the rule of law and accelerating the process of legal socialization. The first stage of the development
of legal psychology was closely linked to criminal law, and its study began with research on criminal
psychology. Criminal psychology originated from the research of the Italian psychiatrist Lombroso.
In the late 19th century, Russian scholars delved into the analysis of criminal behavior by applying
the early results of clinical psychology in the field of law. Most of the focus was on studying juvenile
offenders or studying the subjective factors of criminals such as personality and attitudes, gradually
forming some legal psychological ideas. During the Soviet era, the formation of legal consciousness and
key factors in the study of criminal behavior, such as responsibility, intent, negligence, complicity, and
other definitions with a psychological background, all required the development of legal psychology.

The development of new productivity in modern society has brought about a series of new
propositions, such as the psychology of legislative activities (the design of new laws, improving
the efficiency of existing legislation), the formation of legal culture psychology, citizen litigation
psychology, jury trial psychology, criminal re-socialization and rehabilitation psychology, legal
extremism psychology serving in local conflict areas, psychology support for fighting terrorism,
psychology semantics of legal conflict studies, the formation of social perspectives on the activities
of legal agencies and their images, and the issue of professional burnout, etc. Therefore, we must see
that legal psychology and criminal psychology should have a general and individual relationship, the
former needing to generalize psychological laws concerning legal activities at a higher level to guide
research in all branches of knowledge, including criminal psychology.

1. Evolution of Digital Society and Endogenous Risk

Digital society is a social form composed of both virtual and real elements, which is different from
traditional society and not the same as cyberspace. In a digital society, the virtual and real societies
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intertwine but also have distinctions. The operation of the virtual society relies on electronic devices
such as mobile phones and computers, with its institutions, rules, algorithms, and ethics closely
linked to the real society, yet different in terms of interaction methods and operational logic. The
binary nature of digital society gives it uniqueness, and we can understand its basic structure through
a binary analysis framework of virtuality and reality, which includes three typical types: pure virtual
society (such as virtual worlds in games and movies), pure real society (everyday activities in the
physical society), and digital society combining virtual and real elements (including forms of fusion
like augmented reality, immersive experiences, and role-playing).

China's digital society began in the 1990s with the birth of the information Internet, especially after
full access to the international Internet in 1994, ushering in the era of digital information. Initially
driven by research institutions, the construction of Internet infrastructure laid the foundation for the
WEBL.0 society or information society. The digitization of social interaction has become a notable
feature of the digital society, with the number of Internet users surpassing 100 million in 2005. The
rise of social networking sites marked a shift in the role of Internet users and the expansion of social
relationships on digital platforms. With the advent of a social media-driven WEB 2.0 society, the human
digitization process has accelerated. In 2019, the commercialization of 5G technology and the outbreak
of the new crown epidemic further promoted digital transformation, with rapid development in areas
such as the Internet of Things, digital economy, and digital governance. The digitization process of
public services and life scenes has been accelerated, creating a new type of digital life characterized by
smart sharing. In the future, the concept of the metaverse heralds further development of the digital
society, utilizing cutting-edge technology to create a virtual world that interacts with the real world,
showcasing the digital living space of a new social system. The metaverse is seen as a new evolution
of Internet technology, a new sign of human existence, and an advanced form of digital existence. It
represents the virtualization and digitization process of the real society, as well as the emergence of
a new social ecology based on the digital environment. The metaverse is not only the embodiment
of an intelligent society, but also a super-intelligent society where virtuality and reality intertwine and
merge, possibly aligning with "Society 5.0" or other more advanced social models.

From the perspective of material distribution in the digital society, driven by digital technology
and artificial intelligence, material production has become more efficient through data optimization,
encoding, and integration. At the same time, social wealth is increasingly concentrated in the hands
of individuals who have data power. This concentration leads to the exclusion of individuals who
fail to control data, resulting in a new type of economic marginalization risk. With the infiltration of
capital into digital life, the wisdom and creativity of workers are becoming more standardized, lacking
diversity. Compared to the poverty issues directly caused by mechanized production in the industrial
era, the digital age's digital displays and games have surpassed traditional functional boundaries,
making the concept of poverty increasingly unclear. However, it can be affirmed that those who cannot
control data will mostly fall into the trap of becoming "data collectors” or "abandoned individuals",
thus falling into a new form of poverty. At the same time, a minority of people who possess a large
amount of crucial data have become the "digital elites" dominating society, wielding immense power
and influence. In short, the digital society is a complex social form. Its development is changing the
way we live and work, providing unprecedented convenience and opportunities, but also bringing new
challenges and issues.

2. Major Legal Risks of Digital Society

The development of information technology aims to better satisty people's yearning for a better life
and promote human freedom and liberation to a greater extent. However, digital society is a highly
developed digital society, in which everything is monitored, human beings are like "streaking” in front
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of cameras, and people's privacy is at risk of being digitized indefinitely. Therefore, it is generally
believed that the greatest risk to digital society is the risk of loss of individual privacy. China formally
implemented the Law of the People's Republic of China on Personal Information Protection on
November 1, 2021, which plays an important role in effectively protecting the rights and interests
of personal information. However, in the digital era, the breadth, strength, and validity of personal
information protection still face severe challenges.

However, we should also note that in the process of building a digital society, interpersonal
relationships, transaction relationships, production patterns and consumption patterns have undergone
fundamental changes from the physical world to the digital world. In interpersonal relations, almost
everyone in the world can communicate widely through digital media. Digital interpersonal relations
are both "sparse” and "far", which has an invisible impact on many social movements and social ideas.
In terms of transaction relations, market transaction relations, service transaction relations, product
transaction relations, labor transaction relations and currency transaction relations have undergone
unprecedented changes due to digitalization. Digital transaction relations are very "convenient",
but full of "uncertainty”; In production mode, intelligent production equipment and automation of
production process, digital production mode change is both "efficient” and "accurate”, but digital
production mode accelerates the evolution speed and "de-socialization" degree of human beings;
In terms of consumption patterns, digital consumption platforms, digital logistics platforms, digital
promotion platforms and digital after-sales platforms have created more imaginative ways and forms
for human product consumption and service consumption, but they have also created some kind of
“trap" for human beings. Therefore, the digital society era needs to re-examine the methodology and
risk concept of the digital world. These over-emphasize the digital characteristics of digital society,
while ignoring the social attributes of digital society, which easily makes people feel lonely, thus causing
depression, apathy, depression, loss, and other mental health problems. Therefore, in the construction
of digital society, we should strengthen the technology and scene design in group interaction and
social interaction.

Accompanying this, the digital society may see a large number of robots present, and the interaction
between humans and robots will become more frequent. In this interactive process, humans may
slowly start to see themselves as robots through their interactions with robots, and even classify some
humans as being inferior to robots. Over time, this could lead to some humans alienating themselves
to become robotic-like individuals, gradually losing their humanity. Therefore, in the process of
governing the digital society, particular attention must be paid to the changes in human nature.

i. The new network-based crime poses a significant threat to minors.

With the accelerated development of social digitalization, the widespread application of information
technology has profoundly changed people's ways of life, while also creating new evolving spaces for
traditional crimes. Particularly in the realm of sexual offenses, the internet has become a new tool
and platform for criminals. The prevalence of the internet and the rise of social media make it easier
for sexual offenders to contact potential victims, while the anonymity of the internet and big data
technology provide opportunities for concealing and evading sexual crimes. The anonymity provided
by networks like the dark web has created a hidden platform for sexual crimes, making it more
difficult for law enforcement to combat. The development of artificial intelligence technology has also
provided new tools for the application of technologies such as virtual reality and augmented reality
in the pornography industry. Traditional sexual crimes such as sexual assault and harassment have
now spread to the virtual world, leading to an increase in online sexual crime cases. For example, the
dissemination of pornographic materials, cyber harassment, and even sexual assault using deep fake
technology are not only difficult to track but also cause immense psychological harm to the victims.
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In the face of these new forms of sexual crimes, society and individuals need to strengthen publicity
and education, strengthen legal and law enforcement efforts. At the same time, technology companies
and internet platforms should also take on the responsibility of supervision and filtering, together
dealing with and combating these issues, protecting the safety of society and the rights of individuals.

Recently one intermediate People's Court ruled on a case of child molestation using the internet.
The defendant, Mr. Shu, actively befriended multiple underage victims aged 7 to 14 on online
platforms with the aim of seeking sexual stimulation in four years. He used the internet to entice,
coerce, and manipulate these victims into sending him intimate photos and videos of their naked body
parts, bathing, and masturbating for his viewing pleasure. He then proceeded to share and distribute
these materials on the internet or with others. Such acts of molestation, when carried out through the
internet, often exhibit a level of gravity, duration, number of victims, and harmful consequences that
surpass traditional offline acts of molestation. Due to the covert and persistent nature of online sexual
harassment, often accompanied by seductive behavior, the perpetrator frequently uses deception,
coercion and other means to demand the victim's private photos and videos, leading the victim to
be dominated and coerced for a long period of time. This can easily result in severe psychological
issues such as low self-esteem, self-disgust, and social withdrawal, causing great harm to the physical
and mental health of minors. At the same time, it instills fear in the victim and their guardians of the
potential dissemination of private photos and videos, keeping them in a state of perpetual anxiety.

Such criminals use online platforms to disseminate pornographic and obscene information,
polluting the social atmosphere and harming the physical and mental health of minors. Some criminals
also contact minors online by pretending to be nearby friends, concealing their age and occupation,
getting close to minors through online chatting, sending red packets, etc., taking advantage of minors'
innocence to entice them to send naked photos or engage in nude chats or even arranging to meet in
person to exploit opportunities to harm minors. Recently, there has been a rise in "naked loans" crimes
targeting minors and college students, severely infringing on the rights of minors. Therefore, with the
digital transformation of society, in terms of social governance methods, we must strengthen cyber
security education, improve relevant laws and regulations, enhance network monitoring and crime
investigation capabilities, in order to protect the network security and privacy rights of citizens, and
prevent sexual crimes from generating new threats in the digital age. In terms of legal education for
individual citizens, we should be adept at using the scientific tool of legal psychology, utilize big data
analysis to study the behavioral patterns of some digital netizens, predict whether they are potential
sexual offenders, and establish an early warning system.

ii. The Societal Hazards of Telecom Network Fraud

Telecom network fraud, as a type of non-contact, intelligent, and highly networked new crime,
has become a prevalent and serious form of criminal activity in China. Compared to traditional
crimes, telecom network fraud exhibits more intelligence, swiftness, non-contact nature, as well as
characteristics of cross-regional and cross-national scope. Since the enactment of the Anti-Telecom
Fraud Network Security Law in 2022, China has maintained a strict and high-pressure stance against
cybercrime. In 2022, the national procuratorial organs prosecuted a total of 31,000 people involved in
telecom and internet fraud crimes. From April 2021 to July 2022, the national public security organs
successfully cracked 594,000 cases of telecom and internet fraud. In order to decisively curb the high
incidence of telecom and internet fraud crimes, the Ministry of Public Security continues to deploy
special operations, organize regional battles and group campaigns, and harshly crack down on criminal
gangs involved in providing illegal services such as promoting and directing overseas fraud groups,
money laundering through transfers, technical development, and organizing illegal border crossings.
79,000 criminal suspects have been arrested, including 263 masterminds and key figures behind the
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scenes of fraud groups. As of January 9, 2024, according to statistics, national public security agencies
across the country have successfully cracked down on a total of 437,000 cases of telecommunications
network fraud in 2023. With the strong cooperation from all sides in Myanmar, a total of 41,000
suspected criminals involved in telecommunications network fraud were handed over to our side in
2023

Typical online fraud schemes include:

1. Impersonation fraud. Criminals deceive others by impersonating leaders, friends, organizations,
etc., for example, pretending to be a leader's secretary or staft to promote books, commemorative
coins, etc., or pretending to be friends to ask for help in emergencies, and using instant messaging
tools to steal account passwords and then impersonate the account owner for fraud.

2. Shopping fraud. Fraud is carried out through false discount information, customer service
refunds, fake online stores, etc., including fake customer purchases, refund fraud, online shopping
fraud, low-price shopping fraud, and installment payment fraud release fraud, etc.

3. Incentive fraud. Using tempting winning information, rewards, high salaries, etc. to lure users
into fraud.

4. Online gaming and trading platform fraud. Including pretending to be a game friend borrowing
money, online game equipment and game currency trading fraud, and using social platforms for fraud.

5. Brushing fraud. Suspects of the crime recruit personnel for online part-time brushing through
promoting part-time job advertisements, and then refuse to refund for various reasons and blacklist
them.

6. Credit card and loan fraud by proxy. By publishing phishing websites for credit card applications,
loans, and other scams, illegal access to citizens' personal information is obtained, followed by
impersonating bank employees or loan company staft to contact victims, in order to carry out scams
under the guise of paying fees, annual interest rates, deposits, etc.

7. Network dating fraud leading to gambling and investment scams. By posing as single users on
marriage and dating websites, trust is built through a period of communication before establishing
a relationship with victims, leading them into gambling or investment scams. Taking the scam method
known as "kill fish plate” as an example, it involves specific tactics: firstly, false information such as
increasing credit card limits, cashing out Huabei, and applying for low-interest loans without collateral
are published, attracting victims through pre-designed false links on the internet, and then deceiving
victims into transferring money with various reasons such as unfreezing fees or benefits; secondly,
using online shopping platforms to publish second-hand goods information to attract victims, and
then gaining their trust to trick them into clicking on false links to place orders.

All telecommunications network fraud activities are characterized as group crimes with clear and
detailed division of labor among the criminals. In planning the entire criminal operation, meticulous
arrangements are made for each stage of the crime, including the existence of training scripts. Through
these training scripts, victims are subjected to scenario induction, brainwashing reconstruction, and
resistance elimination in order to establish psychological control. The training scripts serve as a tool for
fraud groups to control the minds of the victims and elicit desired reactions. They penetrate the patterns
of reactions in victims at various stages of psychological control, for example, by providing certain
stimuli to the victims to elicit specific responses. Based on the understanding of the correspondence
between the stimulus and response of the victim, fraudsters pre-set the plot of the scam, arrange
fictional characters, and drive the situation switch to control the reduction or excessive input of scam

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information to "brainwash" the victim, "inducing" the victim to actively fall into the scam trap, and
eventually make the transfer. As the rhetoric system understands and exploits the "frame-first" in
the model of human psychological reactions, the victim unknowingly accepts rhetorical induction
and indirect suggestions, completing deceitful transfer "tasks" according to the instructions of the
fraudsters.

iii. The dilemma of platform liability for infringement in digital monopolies

With the integration of digital technology into various fields, infringement behaviors have become
more concealed, and the decrease in infringement costs has led to the rampant proliferation of piracy
and infringement activities. Digital infringement has characteristics such as virtuality, multiplicity
of subjects, indirectness, and synchronicity in time and space, making the causal relationship
between infringement behavior and its consequences complex, posing a challenge to the application
of existing infringement legal norms. The existing legal framework may be difficult to fully adapt
to the development speed of digital technology, which requires legislators to analyze the causes of
the regulatory dilemma of digital infringement responsibility, study principles of attributing digital
infringement, elements of liability, and remedies for damages, and explore the adaptability and lag of
existing laws to digital infringement.

In the context of globalization, digital infringement often crosses national borders, which requires
different countries and regions to coordinate their legal systems in order to jointly address digital
infringement issues. This involves not only the establishment and enforcement of laws, but also
international judicial cooperation and legal assistance, as well as the establishment and improvement
of regulatory mechanisms for digital content, including copyright registration, monitoring, tracking,
and enforcement. This is crucial for preventing and combating digital infringement. In addition
to using legal and information technology methods, raising public awareness of digital copyright
protection is also key to addressing digital infringement issues. This can be achieved through legal
education and publicity to enhance the public awareness of the importance of intellectual property
rights, and also fundamentally reduce the possibility of infringement. In the digital environment, the
responsible parties may involve multiple participants, such as platform operators, content providers,
and technology service providers.

Asoneofthe mainactorsin digital social governance, digital platforms are built on digital technology,
providing a means of communication and interaction. They serve as the infrastructure of digitization,
facilitating interactions between two or more groups. These platforms are often capital-led, leading to
the centralization and monopolization of data resources. The origins of these platforms are typically
linked to addressing internal data needs, gradually evolving into powerful tools for monopolizing
and exploiting the growing amounts of data. This control and utilization of data can be likened to the
production hegemony described by Jean Baudrillard. He views it as a secondary rule, where machines
and robots dominate over living labor, and dead labor exerts control over living labor. In the context
of digital platforms, data has become a new form of hegemonic mechanism to control and extract
intellectual output from laborers. Traditional working days have evolved into digital working days
without clear boundaries, where rest and work time become blurred. Digital platforms constitute a
form of super-monopoly, not only plundering the value created by workers during working hours but
also exploiting their lifetime, placing every moment of life under the strict control of data systems. The
transformation of digital life means that lifetime shifts from a factory-style ownership mechanism to
a state dominated by the entire data system.

The unsustainable risks of the digital platform ecosystem and the design of a new anti-monopoly
system: As an important driving force for the economic development of our country, digital
platforms maintain a high-speed development momentum, and have attracted high attention from
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the government. Data from the "Observation of Platform Economy and Competition Policy (2021)"
shows that from 2015 to 2020, the market value of digital platforms in China with a market value
of over $1 billion increased at a compound growth rate of up to 35.4%. On the one hand, the rapid
development of digital platforms has had an impact on the socio-economic sectors; on the other hand,
the unique competitive ways of digital platforms also challenge the operational order of traditional
markets, prompting the government to pay attention to the standardized development of platforms.
Since 2021, various departments have successively issued documents such as "Guidelines on Anti-
Monopoly in the Platform Economy Field," "Internet Platform Classification and Grading Guidelines
(Draft for Solicitation of Comments)," "Internet Platform Implementation of Subject Responsibilities
Guidelines (Draft for Solicitation of Comments)," and "Several Opinions on Promoting the Normative
and Healthy Development of the Platform Economy" to gradually improve the governance system
of digital platforms. It is important to adhere to the task of promoting the normative, healthy, and
sustainable development of the platform economy, which includes clarifying the various risks that
may exist in the current digital platform ecosystem and taking corresponding measures to prevent
them. Among various risks, the risk of digital platform monopolization is a crucial aspect, and it is of
great significance to further develop a targeted and more reasonable anti-monopoly system based on
the current anti-monopoly practices.

The monopoly of data not only harms the interests of consumers, but may also lead to various
issues such as decreased market efficiency, limited innovation, reduced market competition, data
security risks, distortion of economic resource allocation, regulatory challenges, social fairness issues,
risks of economic fluctuations, and decreased international competitiveness. Assessing the extent
and scope of the losses, as well as effectively seeking damages, is an important issue in determining
liability for digital monopolies. Identifying the liable parties and how to allocate responsibility among
these parties is another complex issue. This requires consideration of the roles and contributions of all
parties, as well as their ability to control and their interests in preventing infringement.

3. Leveraging the analysis of group digital behavior characteristics to strengthen
the construction of digital rule of law

Social psychology is the psychological representation of the characteristics of the times, and
social mentality is formed under the influence of the social environment and culture of a certain
period. The common and consistent psychological characteristics and behavioral patterns exhibited
by the majority of members in society become a template that influences the behavior of individual
members. Analyzing the causes and influencing factors of digital social crises: Legal psychology can
analyze the causes and influencing factors of digital social crises, thus providing a scientific basis for
formulating effective countermeasures. Analyzing the psychological characteristics of online fraud
can help us develop more effective prevention and enforcement measures. By examining judicial cases
and precedents related to digital social crises, legal psychology can extract experiences and lessons
to guide future judicial practice. For instance, analyzing legal cases involving violations of personal
privacy online can enhance our understanding of privacy protection laws and practical applications.
Exploring approaches and mechanisms for resolving digital social crises, legal psychology can provide
support for mediating and resolving such crises. Exploring the mediation mechanisms and solutions
for online disputes can help the parties involved resolve issues more harmoniously.

i. The application of forensic psychology in the prevention mechanism of cybercrime.

By analyzing a person's character, it is possible to predict their future behavioral tendencies,
making this information valuable in assessing whether a defendant is at risk of re-offending. Therefore,
character evidence is widely used in traditional criminal proceedings. Character evidence can help
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in understanding the psychological state of a crime suspect or defendant, including their motives,
purposes, and intentions. Particularly in cases where direct evidence is lacking, it serves to assist in
determining the truth of the matter and helps the court better understand the nature of the case and
the causes of the criminal behavior. Character evidence, as auxiliary material for grasping the case,
can help understand the suspect's lifestyle and moral character, thereby facilitating a better analysis of
the case. Investigating character evidence can be done through various methods, such as interviews,
conversations, psychological tests, and reviewing files. The investigation content also involves various
aspects of the suspect's life, including basic personal information such as personal history, family
situation, income level, social relationships, interests, life experiences, and their personality traits;
social evaluations of the suspect, firsthand evaluations of their character and moral character by the
suspect's relatives, friends, classmates, colleagues, neighbors, etc.; the suspect's previous criminal
record and whether they have experienced various punishments, which is also an important measure
to understand the suspect's character.

In certain types of cases, such as juvenile criminal cases, the application of character evidence is
more common, as crimes involving sexual assault against minors often happen discreetly, with no
witnesses present in many cases. Besides testimonial evidence, other types of evidence are often lacking.
In such circumstances, it is important to focus on collecting evidence of the defendant's bad character
in rape cases, as it can help in better understanding the situation and determining the facts of the
case. Additionally, in these cases, character evidence may also be used to consider the rehabilitation
potential of juvenile offenders and the ease or difficulty of their reintegration into society. Character
evidence plays an important role in legal psychology, as it not only helps in understanding the
psychological background of criminal behavior, but also plays a role in legal proceedings, assisting the
courts in making more comprehensive and fair judgments. However, when using character evidence,
it is also important to be mindful of the potential bias and unfairness it may bring, ensuring that it is
reasonably applied while respecting individual privacy and rights.

Assessing behavioral patterns can help predict criminal motives and intentions in advance,
and character evidence will also play a crucial role. In the cyberspace, by collecting and analyzing
individuals' online behavioral records, evaluations, and feedback, their digital reputation can be
established. Character evidence can to some extent reflect the reputation and historical behavioral
patterns of individuals or organizations. This credit cost can increase the illegal costs for potential
offenders, as misconduct may affect their overall reputation, thereby negatively impacting their future
activities. The concept of character evidence can help members of society make wiser decisions
when choosing partners, service providers, or engaging in transactions. An individual's character or
reputation can be seen as a form of social capital, which can promote self-monitoring and mutual
surveillance within a community, thereby reducing crime rates. At the legal level, character evidence
can be used as one of the factors in judgment. In criminal proceedings, character evidence can be used
to prove the character and consistent behavior of a criminal suspect or defendant, which is of great
significance for the determination of facts and evidence review in a case. While the direct application
of character evidence in criminal proceedings remains controversial, it can indirectly influence
people's expectations and behavior. The existence of character evidence motivates individuals and
organizations to maintain a good online behavioral record, as this directly relates to their status and
opportunities in the online society. This incentive mechanism encourages people to abide by rules and
laws in the online world, thereby helping to prevent cybercrime.

ii. Analysis of group psychology of online violence.

Last year, the Chinese police uncovered a case where criminals hired "internet water armies" to
bully others online. In order to achieve long-term control over the victims, the criminals illegally
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obtained the victims' privacy information by installing tracking and eavesdropping devices. They
purchased internet accounts, hired "water army" groups to spread and hype up "indecent” videos,
images, and insulting articles about the victims. They also sent false reports in the victims' name to
their workplaces, leading to the victims suffering from post-traumatic stress disorder. Apart from
intentional crimes, there are also many instances of deliberate and unintentional participation in
online bullying by digital users in their internet activities.

In the online environment, individuals are easily influenced by the group. When they see others
attacking or insulting someone or something, they may, out of the psychology of conformity, follow
suit and participate, thus contributing to the occurrence of online violence. This phenomenon is
particularly evident on social networking platforms, where irresponsible remarks and actions can
trigger group violence online. Due to the fast spread and wide reach of information on these platforms,
the psychological effect of conformity makes individuals more susceptible to the influence of others,
thereby accelerating the spread of online violence. When a particular online violence event is widely
shared and commented on, others may join the dissemination out of curiosity or the sheep mentality,
causing online violence to spread rapidly. When a cyber violence incident receives a lot of attention
and discussion, the victim may feel increased pressure and anxiety, and may even suffer from serious
psychological trauma. On the other hand, the psychology of the bystander effect may lead individuals
to increase their tolerance towards cyber violence, which in turn affects efforts to stop cyberbullying.
When a cyber violence incident is widely publicized and discussed, some individuals may view it as a
normal phenomenon or even believe that the victim brought it upon themselves, thereby weakening
resistance against cyberbullying.

Moreover, there is a close relationship between collective unconscious psychological effects and
the phenomenon of online violence. The anonymity and virtual nature of the online environment
make it easy for individuals to experience collective unconscious psychological effects. When a group
forms a common pattern of aggressive behavior, this pattern may continue to be reinforced, leading
to an escalation of online violence and the emergence of overwhelming persecution. Victims may feel
powerless to resist, resulting in further psychological pressure. Moreover, in this kind of collaborative
aggressive behavior, members become more extreme in their average views when discussing a certain
issue. In real life, people are often constrained by social norms, suppressing the desire to express
extreme views. However, on the internet, individuals can make anonymous comments, which
significantly reduces the psychological cost of expressing extreme opinions. When members of a
group are all expressing extreme views, they tend to develop strong hostility towards those holding
different opinions, thereby triggering online violence. At the same time, the immediacy of the internet
also makes people more susceptible to emotional influence, leading to collective polarization. When
someone is attacked online, they may become more steadfast in their own views and more opposed
to other perspectives. This phenomenon is known as the "backfire effect,” which can exacerbate the
phenomenon of collective extremism.

People tend to feel sympathy and concern for individuals or groups who are vulnerable, injured, or
treated unfairly. Therefore, when victims of cyberbullying are attacked or belittled online, they may
become "the weak" and evoke the sympathy of others. This sympathy may result in people offering
more support to the victims, helping them cope with cyberbullying. However, this sympathy can also
be exploited, as some individuals may use others' compassion to gain attention or even benefits. On the
other hand, the sympathy for the weaker effect may also exacerbate online violence. When someone is
seen as a "weaker" individual, they may become easier targets for attacks. Some individuals may take
advantage of this vulnerability to satisfy their own needs or elevate their status by targeting the "weaker"
individual. Furthermore, even well-intentioned sympathy can unintentionally intensify online violence,
as it may make the victim feel trapped in the label of "weaker," thus increasing their psychological burden.
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The study of legal psychology can contribute solutions to the social issue of online violence.
Through research in legal psychology, we can better understand the psychological mechanisms and
impacts of online violence, thus enabling the development of more effective laws and regulations to
prohibit and punish such behavior. This includes clearly defining the standards of online violence,
establishing reasonable punishment measures, and implementing effective regulatory mechanisms.
Through education in legal psychology, public awareness and understanding of online violence can be
increased, making individuals aware of the dangers of online violence and how to protect their rights
through legal means. At the same time, changing some people's misconceptions, such as thinking
that cyberbullying is "not a big deal" or "not real", can also be achieved through public education. In
addition to legal protection, victims of cyberbullying also need psychological support and help. Legal
psychology can provide professional psychological counseling services to help victims deal with the
negative emotions after experiencing cyberbullying, rebuild their confidence, and restore their normal
lives. Legal psychology can also help us understand the factors that may lead to cyberbullying, in order
to take preventive measures. For example, by improving people's social skills, educating them on how
to handle conflicts and setbacks, we can reduce the occurrence of cyberbullying. This requires the
collective efforts of governments, schools, communities, families, and individuals to build a healthy,
friendly, respectful online environment.

4. Construction of Legal Legitimacy in Digital Society

The role that legal psychology can play in demonstrating the “legitimacy” of digital society laws
should be to contribute to solving the proposition of how to re-establish a sense of belonging in
a faithless digital society. Attitude determines behavior, "If a law is to be enforced, it must ensure
its efficacy in social psychology... that is to say, the authorities that establish such laws must receive
sufficient support from social psychological forces so that it can be effective even against individual
resistance, and have the power to make the law an effective force for action. The effectiveness of
law comes not only from the acknowledgment of the majority, but also from the specific binding
and coercive force generated by the deep social foundations. It has already been transformed into
a psychological constraint for everyone through social and cultural processes, which is a much more
effective guarantee than tangible state violence. On the surface, it may seem that the enforcement of
a law, especially national law, is ensured by external, particularly violent coercion. In reality, however,
it is more sustained by long-established social customs and internalized social psychology. Assuming
a person openly violates a law, for him, the most difficult is breaking through his own psychological
defenses, followed by public condemnation, and finally the deterrent power of the law.

The online society and the real society share certain similarities, but also have many differences.
Some common rules in the real society may not apply in the online society. The freedom, openness,
anonymity, and spread of information in the online world determine the differences in legal
construction between the online and real societies. Therefore, in online legislative activities, it is
necessary to respect the laws of online development and grasp the basic properties of the internet
in order for the law to truly fulfill its function. The digital society is a relationship sum of various
forms of network communication activities participated in by humans. Some scholars believe that
because the subjects on the internet appear in symbolic form, they naturally lose their essential human
characteristics. That is, the internet space as a symbolic information repository actually determines
that people's interactions in cyberspace are essentially symbolic interactions. This radical structuralist
viewpoint clearly ignores the fact that the information conveyed in the form of symbolic interactions
in online communication activities actually possesses spirituality, cultural characteristics, and social
attributes. Although the viewpoint is biased, it correctly points out that the digital society is a world
represented by symbols, and therefore, a part of the essence of the digital society is determined by the

characteristics of symbols. In attempting to construct a digital legal order that inspires conscious belief,
it is necessary to align with the principles of psychological research. This is rooted in the scientific
research methods of legal psychology, which can effectively observe the symbolic features of the
digital society. Among the existing research tools, the use of psychological assessment analysis models
can provide a scientific and quantitative analysis of digital behavior. For example, governing bodies
can establish a hierarchical database for digital users, where users with lower levels of evaluation are
restricted from using more advanced functions, such as individuals with alcohol abuse issues being
unable to access autonomous driving features.

Conclusion

Currently, artificial intelligence technology has already replicated human knowledge, fundamentally
changing traditional learning methods and causing unprecedented disruption to education. Digital
skills, adaptability, and creativity will become the foundation for children's future success. Artificial
intelligence has the potential to transform the human world into a dehumanized society, with
technological progress advancing much faster than human adaptation. This may lead to a situation
where technology does not serve human development, but rather humans must adapt to technology
at the cost of their physical and mental well-being. Therefore, the study of human psychology plays
an important role in preventing risks in the digital society, but based on the objective laws of the
absence of individuals in the digital society, the key to building a digital legal regulatory approach may
still lie in the improvement of scientific and technological means of supervision, as well as the logic
behind the sophisticated procedural algorithms. Because the basis of law is justice, which belongs to
subjective values, it is impossible to grasp justice based solely on personal intuition, external standards
must be used. However, caution must be taken to prevent the emergence of algorithmic dictatorship.
In the future, if the reasoning algorithms of the law are only formulated by a small number of people,
the standard for judging justice is very likely to be distorted. If a few people dominate the rules of
social operation with the help of artificial intelligence, then it is very likely to lead to the emergence of
algorithmic autocracy, thus affecting the fairness and justice of the law.

Thus, the relevance of studying the features of socio-cultural
adaptation of students of the Faculty of Training foreign Specialists of the St. Petersburg University of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia seems to us necessary and important. The purpose it consists
in studying the psychological features of the formation of socio-cultural adaptation of students of
the Faculty of Training foreign Specialists of the St. Petersburg University of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of Russia, representatives of countries Near and Far Abroad. Methodology, research methods.
As a research method, testing was used to identify the adaptive capabilities of listeners, to study the
features of socio-cultural adaptation and to assess psychological well-being. The empirical base of the
study is represented by the results of monitoring the above indicators of 50 listeners - representatives
of foreign states. Research results. The main directions of psychological research on the problem
under study are determined. Psychological features that contribute to the productive socio-cultural
adaptation of listeners are revealed. The most vulnerable components of the listeners' personality
are identified, on which not only the quality of adaptive abilities depends, but also the time period
of adaptation to new living conditions. The study of adaptive capabilities will allow to qualitatively
improve the psychological well-being of listeners.

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Abstract

Introduction. The article raises the issue of profanity in teenage community, the relevance of which
is substantiated by the increasing number of complaints of teachers and parents about too active
use of profanity by teenagers in interpersonal interaction. Methods. The author analyses the socio-
psychological and pedagogical literature on the problem of profanity in the teen age and the results
of an empirical study conducted to identify the causes and factors of the spread of profanity among
teenagers and to substantiate the necessity of its prevention in the conditions of rural schools. The
study involved 72 adolescents aged 13-15 years studying in grades 7, 8, and 9 in rural low-complete
schools. The diagnostic material included a questionnaire “Profanity in my life”; a questionnaire
to identify the causes of profanity; document analysis; a test-questionnaire to determine the level
of self-esteem by S. V. Kovalev; a method of diagnosing interpersonal and intergroup relations
“Sociometry” (J. Moreno); a method of diagnosing the assessment of self-control in communication
by M. Snyder. Results. The author revealed that the use of profanity is a regular form of personal
self-expression of teenagers, is one of the ways of manifestation of adulthood and the possibility
to occupy a more significant position in the reference group. The development of a comprehensive
programme for the prevention of profanity in interpersonal interaction between adolescents will
contribute to the formation of their negative attitude to profanity.

School bullying: characteristics of genesis,

Abstract

Introduction. The article discusses the existing and emerging deviations in the adolescent environ-
ment directly or indirectly related to schooling. In the course of scientific research, we systematised
and analysed the relevant norms of foreign legislation, rule-making initiatives and law enforcement
practice in some subjects of the Russian Federation. The author gives thorough analysis of each of these
deviations, classifies their determinants, reveals the nature and characteristics of asocial and antisocial
behaviour and offers recommendations to curb deviant behaviour of schoolchildren and reduce the
consequences of bullying and abuse. The study aims to systematise and analyse scientific approaches
of the problems of adolescent aggression and cruelty in a school setting; to implement prevention
of school bullying; to bring bullies, their parents and teachers to account for asocial and antisocial
behaviour. Methodology, methods and techniques. The methodological basis of the research was
philosophical, contemporary general and special methods of scientific knowledge. Their application
is based on the system approach, which enabled to study the problems gradually and thoroughly, as
well as to develop the author’s recommendations in this area. The results of the research demonstrate
the relevance, urgency, significance and applied nature of the research related to the study of the man-
ifestation and prevention of school bullying, the formation of this phenomenon, and the elimination
of causes and circumstances that help its development. Scientific novelty is determined by a full and
integral analysis of multidisciplinary scientific research of various aspects of adolescent aggression
and cruelty in a contemporary society, real and potential threats from school bullying and abuse.
Practical significance. The findings may be used in the educational process of higher educational
establishments (in the field of law, psychology and pedagogy), in a scientific research while studying
the phenomenon and related deviations, as well as in the practical work of school teachers, educators,
psychologists and law enforcers to prevent various deviations among adolescents and young people.

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Abstract

Family and personality are like a two-faced Janus in human life. History knows periods
of patriarchal family, and periods of liberation from family ties. They have always been accom-
panied by an ideology justifying such modus vivendi. The family, like the state, is necessary for
a person to create conditions for development, to protect, to provide communication with the
outside world. Today, the family needs support. The reasons and means of such necessity are
the main issues of the article. The article characterises the functions of modern family, clarifies
the essence of the notion of “safe-type personality”, “safe-type family” and considers the con-
ditions of their formation. The means of protection are diverse, and among them the means
of education and coercive measures are habitual. There has always been a connection between
these regulators of impact on the family, which weakens and strengthens now and then. Neglect
of legal norms and reliance on education (psychology of behavior in the family) or vice versa
lead to deviant behavior, therefore a system of measures is needed. The forms of state coercion
vary, but typicalislaw, including criminal law. To curb the negative impact on the family, the
article proposes a set of measures, including: 1) psychological and pedagogical formation of
a “safe-type family”, 2) criminal-legal, as the addition of several articles to the Criminal Code
of the Russian Federation: Article 123! of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation “Co-
ercion to artificial termination of pregnancy”; Article 149! of the Criminal Code of the Rus-
sian Federation “Discrediting the family and family values”; Article 156' of the Criminal Code
of the Russian Federation “Coercion to enter into or dissolve the marriage”; as well as the inclu-
sion of additional qualifying characteristics in the current articles in the following chapters of
the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation: chapters 16-20, 25 of the Criminal Code of the
Russian Federation.

§ 1.1 Classification and categories of public positions

Who is a public official?

In the United Nations Convention against Corruption, the term “Public Official” is used instead of
the term “official” for corruption crime and is defined as follows:

1. Any person holding a legislative, executive, administrative, or judicial office of a State Party,
whether appointed or elected, whether permanent or temporary, whether paid or unpaid irrespective
of that person’s seniority;

2. Any other person who performs a public function, including for a public agency or public
enterprise, or provides a public service, as defined in the domestic law of the State Party and as applied
in the pertinent area of law of that State Party;

3. Any other person defined as a “public official” in the domestic law of a State Party.

It demonstrates that the United Nations Convention employs the term "public official® when
addressing corruption-related crimes and provides a broad, inclusive definition.

The spirit and core idea of this definition is that, firstly, any official or individual, regardless of their
role or affiliation, who "performs public functions" or "provides services to the public” on behalf of the
state may be vulnerable to bribery or corruption. Consequently, all such individuals become subject
to bribery or corruption crime.

The Convention, however, emphasizes that the key criteria “public functions” and “public services”
are defined by each member state through its own domestic laws.

Secondly, the Convention underscores that all categories of officials and employees are subjects,
whether they are appointed or elected, permanent or temporary, paid or unpaid (including volunteers),
and regardless of seniority or rank (Gereltuya et al., 2022).

A public official is defined in Article 3.1.4 of the Law on "Regulation of Public and Private Interests
and Prevention of Conflict of Interest in Public Service" as specified in Article 4.1 of the same law’.
Article 4.1 clarifies that the "public official” referenced in Article 4 of the Anti-Corruption Law applies
to enforcement under this legislation.>

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Article 4 of the Anti-Corruption Law:

Article 4. A person subject to the law enforcement:

4.1. The following persons are subject to this law:

4.1.1. Persons who hold executive or managerial positions in the political, administrative, or special
office of the state;

4.1.2. Persons who hold executive or managerial positions in the public service office, or the chief
or senior accountant at such place

4.1.3. Managers or authorized employees of legal entities in which the state or the local administration
has full or partial equity interest;

4.1.4. Chairman, members, director-in-chief of the National Council of Public Radio and Television;

4.1.5. Managers and executive officers of non-governmental organizations, temporarily or
permanently performing particular state functions in compliance with legislation;

4.1.6. Candidates for President of Mongolia, Parliament or all levels of Citizens' Representative
Khural;

4.1.7. Chairman and representatives from all levels of Citizens' Representative Khural;

4.1.8. Officials specified in the list approved by the competent authority;

4.1.9. The competent official and member of the supervisory board of Future Heritage Fund
Corporation stipulated in provision 4.1.7 of the Law on Future Heritage Fund.’

Also, Article 10 of the "Civil Service Law" specifies the classification and categories of civil service
positions as political officials, public administrative officials, special state service officials, and public
service officials.

According to Article 3.1.1 of the Law on the Civil Service of Mongolia, “Civil service” refers to
activities, structure, and arrangements for the implementation of the state’s goals and functions within
the scope of the Constitution of Mongolia and other laws and regulations, developing state policies
and provision of mandatory government services to the public;

The United Nations Convention Against Corruption defines “Public Official” as follows:

A person who is permanently or temporarily appointed or elected to the legislative, executive,
administrative, or judicial bodies of the participating countries, paid or unpaid, regardless of their
rank;

Political appointment civil service positions shall include the following positions held by those
elected under conditions, procedures, and criteria established by the Constitution of Mongolia and
other laws, appointed as a result of such elections; and those who are recruited for positions to support
them during their term in office*:

— The President of Mongolia;

— The Chairman of the State Great Khural (Parliament) of Mongolia;

— The Prime Minister of Mongolia;

— The Deputy Chairman and member of the State Great Hural of Mongolia;

— Member of the Government of Mongolia;

— The Chief of the President’s Office of Mongolia;

— The Chief of the Cabinet Secretariat and vice minister;

— Advisor to the President of Mongolia, advisor to the Chairman of the State

— Great Hural of Mongolia, and advisor to the Prime Minister;

— Governors at all levels, Deputy Governors of Aimag, the capital city, soum and district, General
Manager of Ulaanbaatar;

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— Positions of full-time advisor, assistant, or media officer rendering service for a political
appointment civil servant during his/her term in office;

- Positions in secretariats serving parties and coalitions in the State Great Hural;

— Other positions specified in laws.

— Positions of chairman of Citizens’ Representative Hurals of Aimag, the capital city, soum, and
district, and manager of town and village may be equated to political appointment civil service
positions.

— Advisors, assistants, and media officers who are recruited solely to assist a politically appointed
civil servant during their term in office shall be directly supervised by them however shall remain
subordinate to the respective state bodies as civil servants.

Public administration positions shall include the following positions performing functions
to provide professional advice for developing public policies, and provide public administration
management and organizational support for the implementation of such policies:®

- Chairman, members, managerial and executive positions of the secretariat of the Civil Service
Council;

— Managerial and executive positions of secretariats of the State Great Hural, the President’s Office,
the Government, the Constitutional Court, the Court Administration and the Prosecutor’s Office;

— Managerial and executive positions of secretariats of the Financial Regulatory Commission, the
National Statistics Committee, the General Election Commission, and the National Human Rights
Commission;

- Managerial and executive positions of the secretariat of the National Security Council;

— State Secretary of a ministry, managerial and executive positions of ministries;

- Managerial and executive positions of government agencies, unless otherwise provided by laws;

— Secretary of Citizens’ Representatives’ Hurals of aimag, the capital city, soum, district; managerial
and executive positions of the Governor’s Office and Secretariat of Citizens’ Representative Hural of
aimag, the capital city, soum, district;

- Managerial and executive positions of local public administration organizations under the
Governor’s Office of Aimag and the capital city, financed from the state budget, unless otherwise
provided in laws;

- Managerial and executive positions of the secretariat of Mayor’s office of town and village;

Special state service shall include the following positions to perform special state functions related
to ensuring national security and public safety, maintaining social order and the core principle of the
rule of law under procedures set out by the Constitution of Mongolia and other laws*:

— Judges of the Constitutional Court, judges of all levels of courts and prosecutors;

— Secretary of the National Security Council;

- President, first deputy governor, and deputy governor of the Central Bank of Mongolia;
chairman and members of the Financial Regulatory Commission; chairman and vice chairman of
the National Statistics Committee; chairman and secretary of the General Election Commission;
chairman and members of the National Human Rights Commission; the member in charge of the
preliminary prevention of torture; chairmen and members of the Judicial General Council and Judicial
Disciplinary Committee; managerial and executive positions of the national and local audit offices and
the Independent Authority against Corruption.

— Managerial positions in armed forces, border and internal troops, emergency, intelligence, police,
court decision enforcement, and forensic science institutions;

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— Diplomatic service positions;

— Officers, sergeants and bailiffs, customs inspectors, forensic experts and specialists of armed
forces, border and internal troops, emergency, intelligence, police, case filing, investigation, court
decision enforcement bodies;

Public service positions shall include the following positions to perform functions related to
delivering equitable, quality, and accessible public services, and to assist in the normal functioning of
state bodies, employment conditions of which shall be based on labor contract”

— Support positions to assist in the normal operation of state bodies;

- Managers, directors, principals, and other managerial, executive and support positions of public
service organizations such as education, science, health, culture, arts and sports, financed from the
state budget;

- Managerial, executive, and support positions of public service organizations under a ministry or
agency, financed from the state budget.

The aforementioned public official, vested with full authority, issues decrees, orders, decisions, and
resolutions within the scope of the mandate, positioning him/her as a special subject with substantial
authority and influence. This special subject is characterized by advanced education, extensive
professional experience, and a high level of legal and economic expertise. They possess strong and
consistent communication skills, a broad network of contacts, and a recognized position within
society. Known publicly and within their field, they are financially established and often hold or have
held political and public elected positions, with considerable experience and influence, particularly
within law enforcement agencies (Bumnanjid & Myagmartseren, 2011).

Official duties and authority refer to the combination of power and primary functions conferred
by law upon elected and appointed officials.

Abuse of official position refers to the misuse of one's duties, position, or authority by either
neglecting required actions, undertaking prohibited actions, or leveraging official power contrary to
the public interest to serve personal interests.

Deliberate failure to perform official duties and authority refers to an intentional neglect of
official responsibilities for personal gain, despite knowing and having the full capacity and opportunity
to fulfill these duties within the scope of one's mandate.

Personal interest refers to both material and non-material benefits that a public official may be
influenced by in the exercise of their official power or related parties.® A conflict of interest facilitates
conditions for corruption by enabling the misuse of one’s position to perform official duties in favor of
acquaintances, friends, or associates, even in the absence of direct personal gain.

Creating an advantage for oneself or others refers to the actions of individuals specified in Article
4, Section 4.1 of the Anti-Corruption Law, who misuse their official authority to obtain material or
non-material benefits for themselves, or for another individual, or legal entity.’

Material and non-material benefits encompass unlawfully obtained cash, property with monetary
value, preferential loans, tender rights, complimentary trips or outings, preferential job or school
admissions, ownership of shares, as well as the income, wages, and bonuses earned by dual employment
of jobs and positions prohibited by the Law on Civil Service (Article 15 Section 15.1.6) and Law on
Regulation of Public and Private Interests and Prevention of Conflicts of Interest in Public Service.
In addition to the remuneration received by an official for fulfilling their official duties, other income

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sources—such as bonuses from permitted work, office positions, contracts, and business activities not
prohibited by this law or other regulations'>—shall not be considered as creating undue material or
non-material benefits for the official or others.

Abuse of power is a form of position misuse in which a public official exceeds their official
duties and authority for personal gain, thereby creating an advantage for themselves or others. This
can occur, for example, when an official arbitrarily and unilaterally resolves issues that should be
addressed through collective procedures, or when authority is exercised in the absence of the special
circumstances required by law, involving activities that are prohibited and should not be undertaken.

Per public servant, official power or influence does not directly apply to the duties and authorities
defined by laws and regulations; yet, it encompasses the ability to affect the actions of other officials
through their higher position and common privileges that surpass standard responsibilities (Battseren
& Amarbat, 2017).

If a public official abuses their official duties, powers, or official status, resulting in significant
damage to public rights and interests, they shall be criminally liable under Article 22.1, Part 2 of the
Criminal Code.

Extensive damage refers to financial losses equivalent to fifty units or more, as specified in Article
2.3, Section 2 of the Criminal Code, as well as any damage exceeding this threshold.

If a person of political influence commits the crime specified in Article 22.1, Sections 1 and 2 of
the Criminal Code, criminal liability will be applied in accordance with Section 3 of this Article.
As the country experiences social and economic growth, corruption crime has been anticipated to
rise annually, with perpetrators employing increasingly sophisticated and organized methods. This
crime is committed not only within Mongolia but also across the border and extends to neighboring
and third countries. Consequently, investigating and addressing corruption requires a high level of
legal, financial, and economic expertise, along with significant experience and extensive international
cooperation, both formal and informal. Additionally, practical examples and experiences demonstrate
that investigating corruption involves a wide scope and demands substantial time, resources, and
effort.

The financial impact of this crime on society significantly outweighs that of other criminal activities,
making it crucial to trace the flow of illicit funds and identify their ultimate ownership. Key objectives
include determining the origins of the illegally obtained money, tracking its recipients, understanding
where it was stored, and analyzing how it was utilized. These elements serve as the primary evidence
for building a strong case.

Strengthening the financial trace related to cash flows is crucial for presenting facts, events, and
circumstances logically and sequentially. Additionally, it helps identify the activities of co-participants
in the crime, as well as their motives and methods.

Corruption is recognized as a fundamental economic crime, particularly in the context of money
laundering. Therefore, it is crucial to conduct investigations promptly to identify illegal monetary
gains, and movable and immovable assets acquired through criminal activities. Effective confiscation
of these assets must be carried out without compromising their quality or value. This approach
significantly reduces the risk of circulation, conversion, and laundering of illicitly obtained funds and
properties, which is vital for establishing the case.

In addition to the traditional methods of taking statements, conducting searches, inspections, and
seizures, authorized detectives investigating corruption crimes should utilize Internet resources and
modern technological advancements, as well as electronic tools, to verify banking and accounting
documents. They should also conduct financial reporting and investigations to trace money flows

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from illegal sources and identify their ultimate owners. Moreover, it is essential to employ a broader
range of investigative techniques and to study the cooperation and best practices of other countries to
continuously enhance the methods.

According to Criminal Law of Mongolia /2015/, the following 12 components are considered as
corruption crimes:

1. The abuse of authority or of official position /22.1/

2. The abuse of authority committed by an official of international organizations and foreign State
organization /22.3/

3. Public official receiving a bribe /22.4./

4. Giving a bribe /22.5/

5. Bribing of an official of a foreign government institution, or international organization /22.6/

6. Illegal spending of the state resourced property /22.7/

7. Spending of the budget funds contrary to their designation /22.8/

8. Spending of non-budget funds contrary to their designation /22.9/

9. Enrich in an unjustified way /22.10/

10. Arbitrariness /22.11/

11. Abuse of power of a legal entity /22.12/

12. Offenses such as bribery apply.

In the realm of methodological theory for investigating corruption crimes, it is crucial to enhance
the qualifications and capabilities of detectives assigned to these investigations. This enhancement
should align with the legal functions of the investigating authorities and the specific characteristics
of the crimes under their jurisdiction, particularly in cases of abuse of power. In other words, the
effectiveness of the organization's crime-fighting efforts will directly depend on the professional
experience and performance of its detectives.

The Law of Criminal Procedure enacted in Mongolia in 2002 established a framework in which
both investigators and registrars were tasked with conducting investigations. However, significant
changes were introduced with the implementation of the Criminal Procedure Law of 2017 . This
revised legislation transferred the responsibility for both case registration and investigation to the
investigators.

The authorized investigation agencies are empowered to combat abuse of official positions and
corruption crimes that are often complex and clandestine in nature, based on their specific mandates.
Authorized investigators are permitted to carry out various types of operations, including independent
executive actions, a combination of overt and undercover investigations, as well as formation of joint
working groups with other authorized organizations.

Similar to trends observed in other world countries, the incidence of "abuse of official positions
and corruption crimes" has risen in Mongolia year by year, and the methods employed in these crimes
have grown increasingly sophisticated and are now being committed across borders.

As the methods of these crimes become more sophisticated and the incidences of such offenses
continue to rise, every officer responsible for detecting, preventing, and investigating such crimes is
required to possess a strong knowledge and understanding of this field.

The detectives and investigators of corruption crimes are mandatory to possess the following skills
in addition to the basic criteria defined by the related laws. It includes:

1. Ability to apply law.

2. Basic knowledge of finance and accounting.

3. Knowledge of foreign languages.

4. Skills of teamwork.
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5. Tactics and methods of information collection/interrogation.

6. Tactics and methods of inspection and search.

7. Knowledge of computers, technology, and IT.

8. Knowledge and experience of other and undercover investigative procedures prescribed by law.

When investigating abuse of official positions and corruption crimes, it is essential for detectives
and investigators to have a strong understanding of finance and accounting, along with relevant
investigative experience. This requirement arises from the broad scope of these crimes, which often
involve complex schemes. Additionally, those under investigation are often highly educated and
knowledgeable about concealing their actions, frequently committing these offenses with clear intent.

Tactics and methods of interrogation and information collection

Before conducting an interrogation or collecting a statement, it is crucial to conduct thorough
research on the individual involved. This preliminary phase involves gathering and assessing relevant
facts about the person, providing investigators with valuable insights into their background and
potential motivations. By evaluating this information, investigators can shape the direction of their
inquiry more effectively, tailoring their approach to the specific circumstances of the case. This
strategic groundwork is essential for enhancing the effectiveness of the interrogation and obtaining
reliable information.

When establishing the sequence of individuals who need to testify, it is advisable to start with
someone who possesses no personal stake in the matter, is well-informed about the case, and can
provide truthful and unbiased testimony. This initial witness can serve as a crucial reference point,
helping to clarify key issues and guiding the investigation’s focus.

Carefully preparing questions for the informant or interrogatee in advance is a vital activity that
significantly enhances the effectiveness of the interrogation process. Well-formulated questions enable
detectives to efficiently elicit relevant information and recall causally related events and situations and
they create a logical flow in the conversation, allowing investigators to better understand the context
and establish a clear chain of evidence.

It is essential to focus on developing a strategy for gathering information about the individuals who
will give a statement. This involves establishing a psychological rapport with them, as well as obtaining
insights into the circumstances relevant to the case.

The information about the individual who will provide information or insights can be gathered
through evidence collected as a result of immediate action, as well as during the process of taking
statements, interviewing other individuals, and retrieving relevant documents.

When planning to take statements from witnesses, victims, and accused persons, it is necessary to
ensure safety, determine the place where the statements will be taken, and prepare questions in advance.

Depending on their psychological characteristics and personalities, the witnesses may explain what
they saw, heard, and knew differently.

Therefore, before questioning the witnesses, it is crucial to inform them that their testimony holds
significant importance to the case and that providing false testimony may result in criminal liability.
Additionally, it is essential to monitor for any signs of interference or coercion that may affect the
witness's statements.

The victim often possesses more specific and detailed information about the circumstances
surrounding the case than anyone else. In many instances, they know of events that occurred both
before and after the crime. Additionally, the victim’s testimony regarding their relationships with the
alleged perpetrators is crucial for understanding the dynamics involved.

Furthermore, the victim's reactions and perceptions of the crime, as well as their assessment of the
accused's actions, can significantly influence the outcome of the case.
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Individuals involved in corruption crimes often come to their testimony well-prepared. Since
detectives are in a position to sound of the facts surrounding the case, they can take steps to mitigate the
situation. To accomplish this, detectives may begin by asking the witnesses about their backgrounds,
including their interests, education, professions, previous work experience, social connections, and
personal activities. By gradually shifting from general inquiries to specific questions about the crime,
the process of obtaining testimony can be structured to move progressively from broader topics to
more targeted, carefully crafted questions. This approach helps to uncover the truth while minimizing
the likelihood of coordinated responses influenced by prior preparation.

The keyto obtaining high-quality and effective statementslies in the detective's thorough preparation
and familiarity with the evidence in the case file. It is essential for the detective to understand every
action taken, as well as the timing and manner in which to utilize the existing evidence. Additionally,
planning appropriate follow-up actions is crucial to the investigative process.

When interviewing a witness, victim, or suspect, the detective should aim to create a relaxed
atmosphere through a conversational approach. This involves removing any physical and psychological
barriers to communication, calming the individual being interviewed, and reassuring them that there
is no need to conceal information.

Tactics and methods of inspection and search

To determine and clarify the circumstances surrounding a crime and other pertinent details of
the case, it is essential to conduct thorough inspections of individuals, objects, documents, vehicles,
baggage, animals, and the location where the incident occurred. If there are reasonable grounds
to suspect that physical documents or written evidence related to the case, or items or individuals
connected to the investigation, are present, searches may be conducted at residences and other
specified locations, as well as on the person, with the appropriate authorization from the prosecutor.

Before carrying out any inspections or searches, careful planning is crucial. This includes
a comprehensive evaluation of the area to be searched and an assessment of potential risks.

In situations where the individual being searched displays armed resistance or threatens self-harm
upon entry into a residence, it is critical to prioritize safety. Measures should be taken to ensure the
safety of all parties involved, which may include efforts to calm the individual, manage their mindset,
and limit their ability to resist. Additionally, it may be necessary to seize any weapons and implement
strategies to facilitate a safe and effective operation.

Once inside the premises, the detective should clearly introduce themselves, present their
identification, and explain the purpose of the search. The detective should read the search warrant
aloud and ensure that it is signed by the individual being searched. Security personnel should be
stationed near the outer door, and the identities of all individuals present in the premises should be
verified to maintain order and safety during the search process.

Request that the owner of the property where the search is being conducted voluntarily produce
the item of interest. If the item is presented and deemed satisfactory by the detective, the item can
be collected without conducting a full search. However, it is important to note that, in many cases,
suspects and their accomplices may comply with requests while attempting to conceal other evidence
or prohibited items.

In such situations, the detective should meticulously evaluate the circumstances, considering the
specific items, information, documents, and cash that are crucial to the investigation. This assessment
will aid in determining whether to conclude the operation or continue further investigations.

To maintain the integrity of the operation and prevent the destruction of any sought-after items,
all individuals present should be gathered in a designated area. They should be informed that
communication among them will be restricted, including prohibitions on phone calls or leaving the
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area, until the search is complete. This approach helps ensure a structured and effective search process.

During the search, it is advisable to inquire about the purpose of individuals entering from outside,
verify their identification, and take appropriate measures to temporarily restrain them until the search
is complete. However, personnel who are on official duty will not be detained; instead, their movements
will be monitored while maintaining the confidentiality of the search process.

The following tactical guidelines will be implemented during the search:

1. Sequential Search: Conduct a systematic search, moving methodically from one area to another.

2. Targeted Searches: Identify and prioritize specific key locations or items for focused examination.

3. Team Coordination: When a team of 2-3 detectives is assigned to search a large location, they
should approach from opposite sides, converging toward a central point to ensure thorough coverage.

4. Parallel Searching: Deploy multiple teams to conduct simultaneous searches in different areas,
maximizing efficiency.

5. Clockwise Search: In smaller residences or offices, execute the search in a clockwise direction to
maintain order and ensure no areas are overlooked.

6. Simultaneous Searches: Several detectives may conduct searches concurrently in different
sections of the premises to streamline the process.

During the investigation, it is essential for the detective to seize written evidence, as well as
electronic devices such as computers, hard drives, flash drives, mobile phones, tablets, and laptops. The
investigator should request the owner to provide passwords for these devices to facilitate access to the
contained information. The data stored on these electronic devices is critical for the investigation, so
meticulous documentation should be maintained regarding the information seized and the methods
used to do so.

To prevent any unauthorized alterations to the data—particularly by third parties via the Internet—
it is advisable to place the devices in flight mode as soon as they are confiscated. Additionally, it is
important to be aware that the individual under investigation may have undisclosed "black accounts”
stored on laptops, hard drives, iCloud, and flash drives, as well as "cold wallets." These cold wallets
are similar to flash drives and can store electronic cryptocurrency immobilized for illicit purposes
or bribes. Special attention should be given to reviewing the login credentials for any hot wallets and
deciphering any encrypted or coded text. Immediate seizure of this information is crucial for further
examination.

Key characteristics of investigating abuse of authority and corruption crimes, essential issues
for investigators for evidence gathering and circumstances subject to proving:

Abuse of authority and corruption crimes in our country arise from a multitude of factors, including
widespread poverty and unemployment, socioeconomic inequality, desire for quick financial gain and
business management, violations of human rights and civil service ethics, economic crisis, privatization,
and corporate ownership, banking, and financial crisis, various irregularities in practices, the slow
market and monetary circulation, deterioration of solvency within the internal business activities, and
the debt-credit chains.

According to Article 16.2 of the Law on Criminal Procedure of Mongolia, circumstances subject to
proving in the course of inquiry, investigation and adjudication are defined as follows:

1. The circumstance in which the crime is committed (time, place, mode, and other circumstances
stated in the Criminal Code);

2. 'The person committed the crime;

3. The motives, goal, and form of guilt of the crime;

4. Aggravating or mitigating factors of the sentence of accusing crime stated in the Criminal Code;
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5. The character and the size of the damage caused by the crime;

6. Reason and cause of the crime.

To comply with the provisions of the aforementioned law, a detective must meticulously plan and
organize the investigation from the outset. Conducting an investigation entails the following steps:

1. Develop a comprehensive plan in advance.

2. Ensure seamless communication and collaboration among all members involved in the
investigation to facilitate efficiency and clarity.

3. Provide investigation procedure with professional management.

4. Clearly define the duties and responsibilities of each member of the investigative team.

5. Hold routine meetings with the working group to evaluate the investigation progress, discuss
findings, and set new goals as necessary.

6. Create a conducive environment for the frequent exchange of information among participants,

7. Take into account all active criminal cases to ensure an equitable distribution of workload among
team members when planning the investigation.

8. Ensure that all essential equipment and technology are available and operational throughout the
investigation process.

9. Address critical issues such as maintaining the confidentiality of investigative information and
implementing measures to prevent any potential destruction of evidence.

When investigating a crime, the detective must conduct thorough research on the individual or
legal entity under investigation as the first step.

Following this, the detective should clearly define the scope of the case, including the collection and
consolidation of evidence, as well as estimates for time and manpower needed for urgent operations.

Developing a comprehensive investigation plan is crucial for efficiently gathering and consolidating
evidence that is vital to resolving the case promptly.

Due to the often concealed nature of evidence related to abuse of authority and corruption crimes,
evaluating the collected evidence requires a high level of expertise. Therefore, it is advisable to engage
an expert in the process of collecting and assessing relevant evidence to strengthen the investigation.

Additionally, some of the written evidence collected during the investigation of abuse of authority
and corruption crimes may initially appear insignificant. However, as the investigation progresses,
this evidence can later be recognized as crucial to resolving the case. Therefore, the detective needs to
ensure that all evidence is preserved intact until the case is conclusively solved.

During the processes of searching, collecting, and confiscating evidence, valuable items may
inadvertently be overlooked or left behind. To mitigate this risk, the detective should consider sealing
certain objects for a specified period, taking into account the current circumstances and the routine
activities of the legal entity involved. Investigating economic crimes often requires more time than
other types of cases; thus, it is imperative to prioritize the preservation of evidence and maintain
confidentiality throughout the investigative process.

Investigations are categorized as follows:
1. Investigations Requiring Prosecutorial Permission:
a. Investigations conducted with authorization from the prosecutor;
b. Urgent investigations conducted without prior approval from the prosecutor in cases requiring
immediate action;
Investigations conducted with authorization from the prosecutor:
- Conducting undercover examinations;
- Executing searches;
- Seizing objects and documents;
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- Controlling, restricting, and monitoring the movement of capital;

— Monitoring by regulating access to communication networks;

— Obtaining the content of information transmitted via communication networks from relevant
organizations;

- Collecting information from relevant organizations, such as the users and owners of
communication networks, their locations, connection times, devices, and access;

- Gathering additional non-content-related information from relevant organizations;

— Instructing relevant authorities to restrict access to communication networks;

— Taking biological samples from individuals for analysis;

- Exhuming and analyzing buried bodies;

- Acquiring pertinent documents and information;

- Engaging in controlled deliveries;

- Engaging in controlled procurement;

- Conducting secret investigative tests;

- Implementing covert observation;

— Carrying out covert identifications.

2. Independent Investigative Actions by the Investigator:

- Conducting checks and examinations;

— Performing physical examinations;

— Inspecting crime scenes;

- Inspecting corpses;

— Executing detection tests;

- Searching an individual's body without prosecutorial authorization according to legal
provisions;

- Conducting searches;

- Taking statements;

- Conducting in-person, face-to-face interviews with witnesses and documenting their
statements;

- Establishing on-site evaluations;

— Identifying and recognizing;

- Conducting routine observations;

- Undertaking testing and analytical procedures;

— Collecting patterns and samples for examination.

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Under the "Criminal Procedure Law," detectives perform several essential procedures to establish
proof of a crime, which include:

1. Taking statements.

2. Conducting inspections, searches, and confiscations.

3. Appointing experts for analysis.

4. Carrying out undercover investigations.

5. Seizing information and documents with the prosecutor’s consent.

The detection of abuse of authority and corruption crimes often results from the diligent and
innovative efforts of law enforcement officers. This process requires extensive documentation that
may take days, months, or even years and demands considerable financial and time investments.
Successfully uncovering and substantiating a case requires a high level of skill and experience.

The following information must be included in the Detective request of authorization to the
Prosecutor:

1. Name of the detective submitting the request.

2. Type of Operation.

3. Purpose and justification of the operation.

4. The names of individuals, legal entities, organizations, and any relevant objects implicated in the
operation.

5. Details of location, the address where the operation will take place, access, and transfer including
the residence and property locations involved.

6. Duration of Operation.

7. Justification for night operations must be provided if the operation is scheduled to occur at night.

A detective may conduct an investigation without obtaining prior permission from the prosecutor
in the following circumstances:

1. If there is a significant risk of harm to human life, health, or property if the operation does not
proceed.

2. If there exists a genuine threat of destruction, transportation, concealment, or loss of traces and
physical evidence related to the case if the operation is not conducted.

To determine the validity of these conditions, the prosecutor shall summon the investigator involved
to provide a statement and to gather any necessary supplementary materials from the detective.

Following the assessment of the situation, the prosecutor will make one of the following
determinations:

1. Validation of Investigation: The investigation is deemed valid and acceptable.

2. Invalidation of Investigation and any evidence gathered

Any confiscated items and documents will be returned to their rightful owners in the event of
invalidation or annulment.

In future investigations related to abuse of authority and corruption crimes, it is essential to consider
the following issues and remain vigilant in this regard:

A. Concepts of Investigation Planning:

Corruption crimes are inherently complex and require comprehensive investigation efforts.
Consequently, effective investigations must be grounded in careful planning and organization.

The investigation plan encompasses a broad range of creative and systematic activities that guide
the process from inception to conclusion.

Itinvolves establishing clear objectives, developing appropriate methods and tactics to achieve those
objectives, and determining the best strategies for implementation at each stage of the investigation
and criminal proceedings.
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Additionally, the investigative action plan facilitates case management by balancing workloads and
serves as a fundamental requirement for optimizing operational efficiency while ensuring compliance
with legal standards.

B. Requirements for the Investigation Plan:

During the investigation process, it is essential to address key questions regarding the operational
approach: What actions must be taken, and how should these actions be executed to uncover the
truth? The "Criminal Procedure Law" should serve as a structured guide, and investigators must also
rely on their analytical reasoning to inform their decisions.

The investigation plan should encompass the following components:

1. Collection and analysis of initial information and materials pertaining to the crime. /This includes
assessing the collected evidence critically and aligning it with personal insights and professional
judgment/

2. Define the objectives of the investigation and establish the scope of the issues to be addressed.

3. Identify the most effective means for resolving the issues.

The First Stage: Collection and Analysis of Initial Information

This phase involves the systematic collection and analysis of initial information and materials related
to the crime, and it is essential for forming hypotheses about potential suspects, the circumstances
surrounding the crime, and the physical evidence at hand. It is methodologically critical to approach
this stage as a cohesive and integrated activity. By synthesizing the collected facts, investigators can
develop informed suspicions and a clearer understanding of the case, laying a strong foundation for
subsequent investigative efforts.

When collecting facts and information for the purpose of developing an effective investigation
plan, the following factors should be carefully evaluated:

1. Determine which of the gathered facts and pieces of information can be utilized as evidence in
the case.

2. Assess which aspects of the crime can be substantiated through physical evidence.

3. Establish which elements of the crime can be conclusively investigated based on the available
evidence.

4. Consider how already known evidence can be leveraged to uncover new information or evidence
relevant to the investigation.

5. Decide when and how to address any contested facts to facilitate a clear resolution in the
investigative process.

The Second Stage: Defining Objectives and Scope of the Investigation

In this stage of the investigation plan, it is crucial to clearly define the objectives and delineate the
scope of the issues that must be addressed to conduct a comprehensive investigation of the criminal
case. The investigation plan should be designed to encompass all relevant aspects necessary for a
thorough resolution of the case.

A scope that is too broad may dilute the focus on the specific nature of the crime, leading to prolonged
investigation timelines. Conversely, a scope that is too narrow may restrict the ability to establish a case
beyond a reasonable doubt, potentially overlooking important evidence. Therefore, when determining
the scope of the problem to be solved, it is imperative to plan with careful consideration of the case's
specifics and its temporal and spatial context. This meticulous approach enhances the likelihood of
achieving better outcomes in the investigation.
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The Third Stage: Identifying and Testing Solutions

In the third phase of the investigation, it is essential to identify and thoroughly test potential
solutions. During this stage, the detective must strategically plan operations by formulating effective
methods and tactics for execution, as well as selecting the most suitable approach for implementation.

The development of the investigation work plan can be systematically organized as specific
investigation operations /such as search, examination, testing, and identification/, comprehensive
criminal investigation plans /such as sample and daily plans/, and potential investigation of multiple
criminal cases /such as crimes of different or similar nature are investigated tailored to the specifics
of the case at hand and techniques suitable for tracking/. For example, the investigation plan can be
organized according to the following criteria:

For instance, it can be planned according to:

1. Actions focused on investigating and defining the nature of the crime.

2. Specific suspicions or leads that require further exploration.

3. Events or incidents related to the case.

4. According to the nature and composition of the crime itself.

5. Determinations of culpability or guilt, etc.

In many instances, presumptive planning is employed when a crime has occurred, but the
perpetrator has not yet been identified, or when an event has taken place that necessitates determining
whether it constitutes a crime.

Event-based planning is utilized when a crime consists of multiple events, each exhibiting
characteristics of a distinct criminal act.

Criminal feature-based planning applies when several offenses fall under a single crime category,
requiring a comprehensive approach to understanding the different elements involved.

Culpability-based planning is implemented when multiple individuals are accused of committing
a crime as part of a group, focusing on establishing the specific guiltiness of each person's actions.

An investigation action plan not only organizes activities in a logical sequence but also enhances
outcomes and fosters conditions for the swift resolution of cases. A detective must possess a strong
command of scientific cognitive methods, effectively analyze and evaluate evidence, anticipate
individuals' actions in various scenarios, and strategically plan their approach while selecting the most
effective method.

Principles for Investigation Planning:

An effective investigation plan must be clear, legally compliant, and tailored to the specific nuances
of the case. It is insufficient to merely outline general objectives; the plan should be concise, precise,
and address specific issues directly. Additionally, it must delineate responsibilities and establish a
timeline for completion. A key aspect of the planning principle is the detailed specification of each
detective's role during a task force investigation, particularly in cases that are complex and involve
multiple actions or contacts. This clarity ensures accountability and enhances the overall effectiveness
of the investigation.

The investigation plan should be customized to reflect the unique circumstances of each individual
involved in the case. Since every case is distinct, the plan must be specifically designed to address its
particularities. This means that it should be based on the information and facts gathered during the
investigation, free from stereotypes. The effectiveness of the plan is heavily influenced by the detective's
knowledge, expertise, and experience, as well as the uniqueness of the case at hand.

Maintain a dynamic plan. Treat planning as a continuous process, not a one-time task. The
plan should evolve consistently to address emerging issues, incorporate new findings, and adapt to
additional actions required as evidence from the investigation unfolds.
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This change can take many forms, such as recognizing when there's insufficient basis to clarify the
initial problem or identifying and planning around a newly discovered issue. Because investigations
are ongoing and develop over time, new issues will inevitably arise, be disproved, or be confirmed.
To remain effective, incorporate these updates into the plan immediately.

Maintain a realistic plan. The principle encompasses two key points. Ensure the plan is grounded in
accurate, realistic assumptions and reliable facts. The tasks and methods outlined should be practical
and achievable within the given context. In other words, avoid proposing actions that are impossible
to execute under current circumstances. For example, the plan of reconstructing a bribery incident for
investigative purposes may be unrealistic and impractical.

Types of Investigation Plans. Investigation planning can take various forms depending on the
method, purpose, and content. The main types include:

1. General investigation plan.

2. Collaborative investigation plan for the cases that require coordination with the executive and
other departments.

3. Partial investigation plan targeting specific aspects or sections of the investigation.

4. A time-based or calendared investigation plan.

5. Plan for verifying suspicions and assumptions.

6. Sample and Template-Based Plans.

When investigating corruption, it is essential to focus on the following steps:

One. Analyze and draw conclusions on the event /compare events with available information
sources to ensure accuracy/

Two. Identify the affected legal relationship based on factual findings /including the sector affected
such as education, taxation, customs, or public tenders, and how it was influenced, etc/

Three. Identify the specific legislation that governs the relevant sector /study the sector-related laws
and regulations carefully/

Four. Determine which legislative articles and legal principles apply to the case /abuse of authority,
misuse of power, failure to act, or undue influence. Refer to Judicial precedents, such as Review
Court rulings (e.g., No. 2016-05-20 No. 141; No. 2015-06-26 No. 222), to clarify applicable legal
interpretations.

Five. Follow structured stages and steps in classifying the case /propose hypotheses and versions,
investigate similar cases, analyze patterns, and address potential dead ends to refine the investigation’s
focus/.

Six. Define and clarify key legal terms and concepts in classifying the case /For instance, when
drafting charges, specify whether the subject qualifies as an "official" under Article 4 of the Anti-
Corruption Law and identify relevant provisions in sector-specific laws that pertain to their duties/.

Seven. Review whether other legal norms may apply to the case and evaluate their relevance to
ensure comprehensive legal coverage.

Eight. In investigating corruption and money laundering, it is essential to adhere to key legal
principles, reasons, and consequences either to aggravate or mitigate, including the Fundamental
Legal Principles of Criminal Law, Principles of Justice, and Principles of Guilt while considering the
applicability of the Criminal Law both within and outside the territory of Mongolia to determine
jurisdiction and carefully identify and analyze all stages of the crime. For example, the following
Criminal Code Articles outline key concepts in understanding criminal acts and participant roles
must be considered: /Article 2.7. Preparation for a crime: Identifies preparatory actions and assesses
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reasons why the crime may not have been fully executed or to impose full criminal responsibility/,
/Article 2.8. Attempt to commit a crime, rebuttal to commit a crime: Examines attempts to commit
a crime, including cases where the individual voluntarily rebuts to accomplish a crime, as well as the
involvement of other participants/, /Article 3.1. Complicity in a Crime/, /Article 3.2. Contractor of
a crime/, /Article 3.3. Organizer of a Crime/, /Article 3.4. The instigator of a crime/, /Article 3.5.
An accessory of a crime/, /Article 3.6. Act in disagreement/, /Article 3.7. Committing of a crime by
a group/, /Article 3.8. Organized criminal group/.

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Absract

The article provides an overview of the third international scientific-practical conference “Pedagogy
and psychology in the activities of law enforcement officers: integration of theory and practice” held
in October 2024. The conference is aimed at expanding and consolidating scientific international and
interdepartmental cooperation, connecting specialists working in different spheres of psychological
and pedagogical practice, discussing theoretical and practical developments in the field of moral and
psychological activities of law enforcement officers. More than 200 people from 50 organisations from
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Russia and abroad took part in the conference, among them: representatives of the People's Police
Academy of the Ministry of Public Security of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam, the Academy of the
Ministry of the Interior of the Republic of Uzbekistan, Kostanai Academy of the Ministry of the Interior
of the Republic of Kazakhstan named after Shrakbek Kabylbaev, Mogilev Institute of the Ministry
of the Interior of the Republic of Belarus, National Research Nuclear University “MEPhI”, Nizhny
Novgorod State University named after N.I. Lobachevsky, St. Petersburg State University of Architecture
and Civil Engineering, “Imaton” Institute of Practical Psychology, Chelyabinsk State University;
representatives of educational organisations of the Ministry of the Interior of Russia, Ministry of
Defence of Russia, Russian Federal Guard, Federal Penitentiary Service of Russia, Ministry of Science
and Higher Education of Russia, Ministry of Education of Russia, territorial bodies of the Ministry of
the Interior and Federal Security Service of Russia. At the plenary session of the conference, reports
and analyses characterising the current state of moral and psychological support of service activities
of law enforcement officers of Russia and foreign countries were presented. The master-classes and
round tables demonstrated positive experience in the implementation of modern psychological and
pedagogical practices. The conference resulted in the discussion of academic and applied problems of
introducing the theory of legal pedagogy and psychology into practice and strengthening scientific
communications between law enforcement officers and educational organisations of law enforcement
agencies, as well as the search for effective psychological and pedagogical forms and methods of training
law enforcement officers. Following the results of the international scientific-practical conference,
a resolution was formed and adopted.
